The AXIS A1001 plug-in is an XProtect Event Server plug-in for the XProtect VMS, and it handles communication
with an AXIS A1001 access control system based on the AXIS Entry Manager.

Configuration of the access control system is done via the web-based software on the AXIS A1001, while the
Management Client or Management Application handles configuration of the integration with the XProtect VMS.
